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What then can be learned from the beauty and consistent arrival of our 
stream?  One thing that comes to my mind is that each year, at this time, we 
all grow a little tired of “routines”.  Making lunches each day, checking 
planners, picking up and delivering kids, doing laundry and keeping track of 
appointments are demanding and repetitive, but, like a stream, are so 
essential and are evidence of the love of parents for their children. 
 

As we come to the end of the first term I invite you to join me in looking at 
the beauty of our stream and our surrounding mountains and forests for 
inspiration for staying strong in the mundane routines of life which, like a 
stream, bring so much nourishment to our community.
